In our times, sadly, few people speak
with authority. Instead, they offer
empty words and promises, and nu-
ance the message depending on the
audience being addressed. Where is
the consistency and the power, we
ask, behind their words?

Saint Mark makes much of the fact
that Jesus spoke and acted with au-
thority. His word announced forgive-
ness and mercy, and he forgave sin-
ners and healed the broken in body
and spirit. His word called for com-
mitment and selflessness on the part
of his followers, and he laid down
his life for us and for all humanity.
His word fed the masses, and he
feeds us in the Eucharist as we jour-
ney to the Father. That’s authority!

The Presentation of the Lord, mark-
ing 40 days from Christmas, will be
celebrated on Thursday, February 2.
Known also as Candlemas, it is the
day on which candles are blessed,
lighted, and carried in procession,
commemorating the entry of Jesus,
the true Light, into God’s temple.

You are invited to bring your candles
for home and devotional use to Mass
that day to blessed. This is a beauti-
ful way of underscoring the connec-
tion between our public prayer and
the prayer life of family and home.

Friday, February 3, is the memorial
of Saint Blaise, the bishop of Se-
bastea, Armenia, who was martyred
in the early fourth century. His feast
includes the blessing of throats be-
cause legend asserts that he cured a
young boy choking on a fish bone.

Scripture contains numerous refer-
ences to springs of living water and
the waters of baptism. Sometimes,
however, water is closer than you
think!

The purchase and development of
the site of the new Saint Jean’s hit
many snags (e.g., refusal of property
owners to sell, litigation), but it was
the discovery of two springs beneath
the intended foundations that caused
real consternation. One emptied into
Central Park and the other flowed
toward the East River. The soil was
marshy in places, and digging had to
go 25 feet deeper than originally
thought in order to hit bedrock. The
cost of developing the site soared
from $12,000 to $100,000!

UPDATE ON TOWERS

Two years ago, when we began work
on repairs to the church towers, our
contractor (West New York Restora-
tion of CT, Inc.) believed, on first
inspection, that it was simply a mat-
ter of making minor repairs to some
of the steel and limestone in the col-
umns at the top of the towers. The
exact nature of the problem, how-
ever, could not be determined until
probes were undertaken.

Since Saint Jean Baptiste is a land-
marked building, any work on the
exterior has to be approved by the
Landmarks Preservation Commis-
sion, including probes and repairs.
Once probes were authorized and
done, they revealed significant corro-
sion and expansion in the steel of the
columns examined, resulting in
cracking in the limestone.

We have proposed repairing the steel
and replacing the 24 limestone col-
umns with fiberglass composite

ones, identical in form and appear-
ance to the existing limestone col-
umns but resistant to water permea-
tion, in order to obviate the problem
in the future.

The LPC, which has approved this
approach elsewhere in the city, ini-
tially rejected our application. We
subsequently resubmitted the re-
quest, along with additional docu-
mentation, and were told that the
commission would consider it on
visual inspection of a prototype in
place (and perhaps a public hearing).

The prototype of the fiberglass col-
umn was installed this past week, for
representatives of the Landmarks
Preservation Commission to view
and hopefully approve.

Once approved, needed repairs, fab-
rication, and installation of the col-
umns of the towers will take one
year. We cannot proceed without
LPC and Department of Buildings
approval.

The cost of this work is $1,000,000.

We appreciate your patience and
your understanding, and regret the
disruption and inconvenience as our
beautiful church is readied for its
centennial of opening and prepared
for its second century of service.
