From the
Pastor

Today’s Gospel shows Jesus re-
sponding compassionately to the
needs of others — the fever-stricken
mother-law of Simon, the sick and
possessed outside the door of the
house, and the people of the sur-
rounding towns and villages. His
Galilean ministry will eventually
take him to Jerusalem, Judea, and
beyond.

Many feel compassion for the suffer-
ing of others — “Oh, those poor peo-
ple” or “How unfortunate.” Fewer
are moved, it seems, to act to allevi-
ate the suffering and address its root
causes.

Ever the teacher, both by words and
deeds, Jesus helps us understand that
genuine compassion is defined more
by action than by emotion. In our
own time, Blessed Teresa of Calcutta
and Dorothy Day, who lived and
worked right here in New York City,
embodied the same truth: feel the
suffering and pain of others; act
with compassion.

Saint Peter Julian Eymard, the tire-
less Apostle of the Eucharist whose
birth and baptism took place 201
years ago this weekend, founded
two orders dedicated to the Eucha-
rist. One, the Congregation of the
Blessed Sacrament, has served Saint
Jean Baptiste since the year 1900.

The original intention of congrega-
tional leadership in Montreal was to
expand to Mexico City, not New
York City. But the political climate
in Mexico, marked by increasing
anti-Catholicism, caused them to
look to New York instead. From the
start of the New York mission, the
hope was to build a larger church on
Lexington Avenue to propagate love
of the great mystery of the Eucharist.

SUPPORT FOR CONSCIENCE

Recently, the United States Depart-
ment of Health and Human Services
reaffirmed a rule that virtually all
private health care plans must cover
sterilization, abortifacients, and con-
traception. The rule takes effect on
August 1. Many non-profit religious
employers are not exempt and will
be given one year — until August 1,
2013 — to comply. Under the ruling,
Catholic schools, colleges, hospitals,
nursing homes, and social service
agencies will not be exempted, be-
cause they serve people of all faiths
or none.
